measures.

It is vital that our Airmen conduct themselves as ambassadors for the United States as
well as being good and responsible neighbors to our hosts and friends here in our

surrounding communities.

While we will continue to educate our Airmen about driving under the influence of
alcohol in the ways mentioned above, and the 374th Airlift Wing commander has taken
immediate steps to address driving under the influence. He spoke about the
importance of responsible drinking and DUIs at Airman Appreciation Day and on the
radio at American Forces Network last Friday, May 31, and will also address DUIs during
the 374th Airlift Wing All Call as well as during the 374 AW Officers Call scheduled for
this Friday, June 7.
